Smoke Free England 1 July 2007

There are less than 40 days to go until smoking must be stubbed out in shops, offices, factories, warehouses, pubs, clubs, public transport and work vehicles used by more than one person. 

In fact, from 1 July 2007 it will be against the law to smoke in virtually every enclosed public place and workplace.

Rochford District Council in partnership with South East Essex Primary Care Trust is holding Smoke Free Road Shows at various locations throughout the Rochford District Council area with the aim of handing out information to assist businesses comply with this legislation and offering advice and assistance to people wishing to give up smoking. These Road Shows will be held at the following locations:-

· Monday 4 June 2007 - The Car Park of MFI, Purdeys Way, Purdeys Industrial Estate, Rochford.

· Tuesday 5 June 2007 - Back Lane Council Car Park, Back Lane, Rochford. 

· Wednesday 6 June 2007 - The Car Park of Rayleigh Indoor Karting, Brook Road, Rayleigh.

· Thursday 7 June 2007 - The Car Park of Makro Self-Service Wholesalers, Rawreth Lane, Rayleigh.

· Friday 8 June 2007 - Southend Road Car Park, Southend Road, Hockley.

The Road Shows will be open from 8am to 2pm on each of the above days.

Environmental Health Staff from the Council will be reminding proprietors that the new International style No Smoking signs must be in place before the legislation comes in and that even businesses that already do not allow smoking on their premises, must still display the No Smoking signs. As well handing out free signs and leaflets, they will be handing out free fruit to visitors to the Road Show, which Makro Self-Service Wholesalers Ltd, Rawreth Lane, Rayleigh have kindly supplied.

South Essex NHS Stop Smoking advisors will be on hand with a smokelyzer to measure how much carbon monoxide smokers have in their body and they will also be able to offer motivational support for smokers who want to try and quit smoking.

Both teams will be happy to answer questions on Smoke Free issues to both businesses and members of the general public.
